This packed earth loop trail is one of the three Trail Challenge Loops offered in
Brandywine Creek State Park. The trail begins behind the Brandywine Creek
Nature Center. Enter through the rock wall next to the Nature Center where you
will begin your hike in the Tulip Tree Woods Nature Preserve. Open fields will be
visible to the south beyond the carefully crafted stone walls built by masons in the
early 1900's. The grade is gradual throughout most of the hike with steep grade
changes as the trail approaches and leaves the banks of Brandywine Creek.
